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The Symbolism of a Child’s Actions

A child's actions are a reflection of their developmental progress.
Each action they take holds significance based on their stage of
maturity.

The WINN Method, particularly for children aged O-1and 1-2
years, provides them with a wide range of activities, such as
opening and closing, putting in and taking out, building and
destroying, gathering and throwing, sticking and unsticking,
joining and separating, turning on and off, and more. These
actions allow the child to understand the law of cause and effect
and how these actions relate to their own body, helping them
gradually build an integrated image of themselves.

Whenever a child performs an action and observes its outcome—
like throwing a ball and watching it roll—they're developing
logical thinking and learning to anticipate the consequences of
their actions. This hands-on, concrete learning is vital during
early childhood, when abstract thinking is still in its infancy.

These actions are incredibly meaningful to them. They repeat

them endlessly because they are essential for their healthy
development. And they find immense joy in doing so!
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
